Guitars are prominent in the music, with Mandy a virtuoso on electric and acoustic, and we may see a
little banjo and percussion contributions as well. Their lyrics are potent and poignant, many with nature’s
overtones, a result of Dave’s wildlife biology background and studies of birds in his pre-musician days.

McGraw had been a part of six CD’s, and Fer one solo CD before the two combined forces in 2010. They
have produced three albums together, including their most recent, Off-Grid Lo Fi, that was recorded on a
remote island in Puget Sound using only solar and wind generated power.

The pair has toured extensively in the US and Europe, gaining notoriety and a musical following, while
sharing the stage with artists like Iron & Wine, Del McCoury, Kelly Joe Phelps and Tony Furtado. Their
second CD, Maritime, was number one on the EuroAmericana chart for 2 consecutive months.

Come on out to the Friendship Hall on November 5" for what promises to be a beautiful evening of mu-
sic.
