JOHNNY B CONNOLLY AND CASEY NEILL

On Saturday evening, June 30", The Friendship Hall will be happily infused

with music spanning old time Europe, to down home USA when Johnny B
Connolly and Casey Neill take the stage.

Connolly made a name for himself in the Old Country in the 90’s with his
heartfelt and original sounds on the accordion. Born and raised in Dublin,
Johnny’s skill on the squeeze box landed him at seventeen in the acclaimed
Celtic ensemble Anam. He came to US in 1996, eventually settling in Port-
land and immersing himself in that cities great music scene. His accordion
tunes include classic Irish jigs and reels, French based ballads, and original
scores dedicated to the American influences he has encountered the past

An accomplished guitarist, singer and songwriter, Neill has been involved with Indie and folk music in the Portland area for years,
and takes regular diversions into Celtic music as well. His spot on guitar, and expressive vocals, reminiscent of Harry Chapin, will
bring a moving touch to this duos songs. Although Casey spends a considerable amount of his musical career with his long-time
band, The Norway Rats, he has made solo ventures as well, including a performance on NPR’s Mountain Stage.

Connolly has toured extensively across the US, and collaborated with numerous artists including Kevin Burke, Martin Hayes, The
Chieftains, and Altan. Neill also has impressive tour credentials, sharing his tunes with crowds in the US, Europe, and Japan. Casey’s
equally notable collaborative list includes efforts with The Decembrists, Black Prairie, and Minus 5, and as a contributor to the Pete
Seeger tribute album featuring the likes of Bruce Springsteen and Bonnie Raitt.

Although Connolly and Neill have performed, and recorded together as fellow band members, it has been 15 years since they
toured together. They are excited to reignite their beautiful Celtic and folk sounds in a 2018 trek.

Doors open at 7PM on June 30, and the show starts at eight. Please join us at the Friendship Hall, for a night of rich Irish and folk
tunes performed by Johnny B. Connolly on accordion, Casey Neill on guitar and vocals.
